Drinker is leaking

Check the seal made between the endcap and the pipe. i this is found to be the source
of the leak due to a bad silicone joint it will have to be done again.

A method to separate the endcap and pipe is squeezing in on both wide faces of the
pipe, flaxing them inward, braaking the seal. Mext hold the cap firmly and wiggle the
pipe free. Be sure to follow the joint sealer instructions when reapplying.

If the source of the leak isfound to be the holeforthe cup it may have been overtightened
when originally assembled. Try taking it out, applying thread tape and fitting again.

Feeder is blocked

Position the feeder in a spot that means it won't get wet. Use the supplied plug to resist
watar antry

The wall of the pipe directly above the feed slide can be carefully cut away to offer lese
resistance to feed, but be careful as removing too much will make it run out and over
the edge of the feeder slide.

Anocther cause of blockages can be spoiled feed, ba sure to clean the pipes regularly az
this will stop it from being blocked and also help with the health of your chooks.
